| am very pleased to present this 2024 report summary of the current status of Saint Catherine of Siena
Parish. Pope Francis has designated 2025 as a Jubilee Year focusing on the virtue of hope. Here at

Saint Catherine we have much to be hopeful about as our parish continues to grow and flourish.

We started with just 100 families in 2008 and we are now nearly 1,700 total families!! We are a young
parish. About half of our 6,000 members are under the age of 30 and half are over the age of 30!

In 2024 we baptized 107 babies and we have more than 800 young people receiving Catholic
education each week in our Preschool, Elementary, PSR and High School Programs! We have 52

active ministries with dedicated stewards volunteering in each of them. We paid all our bills last year

and we are working hard to pay off our loan.

| am so very proud of this parish and | am so very thankful for all your support throughout these early
years of our history. One of the things | am most proud of in 2024 is the establishment of Perpetual
Adoration of the Eucharist in our chapel. We started Adoration with just a few days and then added

a few more and then a few more. Now we are 24/7/365. Adoration is something we can all do.

We can't all teach Bible classes or lector at Mass or sing in the choir, but we can all sit quietly for an hour
in prayer for our needs and the needs of others!! We hope to have two people covering each hour of the

week and so | invite you to consider an hour if you are not currently scheduled.
