• Elaine Klincik – Just gearing up for state assessment. So that will get busy here soon. 

 

VIII. Principal’s Report 

• February & March calendars attached 

• Jeremy Barr – We have President’s Day and conferences upcoming where the kids will be out of 

school. Then come back right to Ash Wednesday. Then every Wednesday there after we’ll do 

Faith Families and stations of the cross. There will be some normal weeks coming up after all the 

days off. 

• Academic Excellence Award 

• Jeremy Barr – We did win an award in Academic Achievement. Algebra I we have 33 students 

this year participating which is nice. The benefit of a Pre-K through 8 instruction is that we can 

see the student progression.  St. Catherine has steadily increased in their math and ELA (reading) 

scores since 2023. Nearly 95% of the students could describe what they were learning each day 

(out of 260 walkthroughs). This was also reflected in the student scores. Seeing improvements in 

increasing scores.  Currently, we support 93 ILPs, 46 IEPs, and 19 IHPs, all within a student-to-staff 

ratio of 15:1. Of schools of similar size, most student-to-staff ratio is around 11 or 12 to 1. This is 

rooted in our three R’s. We’ve really embraced the Visible Learning goals by our teachers. 

Additionally, Friday Learning Labs, one Friday a month the teachers are collaborating.  

• Pre-registration update 

• Jeremy Barr – Last week was preregistration for K-8, this week is preregistration for Pre-K. We’ve 

filled up already for Pre-K All Day, and one of our Pre-K half day. 

• Fr. Dan Lorimer – So we are full for all Day Pre-K? 

• Elaine Klincik – Yes, but some are enrolled in both All Day Pre-K and Kindergarten. So, if they 

decide to move on to Kindergarten, then there would be a spot open for All Day Pre-K.
